Four thousand four hundred seventeen dollars and 72 cents ($4,417.72) was transferred to Rotary International from the Charles Heeter Fund for Paul Harris Fellowships for the individuals who received the Charles and Adele Heeter Outstanding Community Leadership Award this past year.

The Scholarship Fund was created to award scholarships of $5,000 paid over a three-year period to seniors from the five Appleton high schools.  The fund also contributes to the U.W. Fox Valley and Fox Valley Technical College Foundations for non-traditional student scholarships.  This year, six students received a total of $8,334.00 in scholarships and the two school foundations received $2,122.00 each.  When Ken Johnston passed away, a memorial was established in his name to provide educational scholarships through the Appleton Rotary Foundation.  The Rotary Club of Appleton Board recommended that these funds ($4,000) be used to provide scholarships to the Bright Future Award recipients who will be attending a college, technical school or university in the fall. Five Bright Future recipients received an $800 scholarship.  The total distributed from the Scholarship was $16,578.00.

The Foundation also maintains pass-through checking accounts.  These accounts insure that your donation is tax deductible and that the beneficiaries have ready access to that cash.   Eight thousand two hundred eighty five dollars and 69 cents ($8,285.69) were distributed to cover SAMP storage fees and payment for one shipment to Jamaica.  No funds were distributed from the Fox Cities Rotary Multicultural Center.  The Appleton Rotary Foundation checking account disbursed $36,707.80 to support the Peruvian Mobile Medical Unit from the proceeds of the 2011 and 2012 Rotary Shines event.  
This year, the Foundation procedures were revised and the following was added “The Appleton Rotary Foundation will determine the officer positions and terms of those positions (preferably three year) which are consistent with the bylaws”.  The vice president and treasurer positions were also combined.  
In closing, I would again like to thank you for your generous donations to our Foundation, and thanks to the committees I just mentioned who do a fantastic job of managing their respective grant request processes.
