In terms of performance, the July 1, 2012 Foundation balance was $1,052,655.08  The ending balance as of June 30, 2013 was $1,117,897.74.  The overall rate of return was 11.39%.  During the course of the year, contributions of $11,591.00 were made to the Foundation’s funds.  The committees who oversee those funds awarded grants totaling $48,190.13.

The Paul and Elaine Groth World Community Service Fund provides financial support for international projects endorsed by the World Service Committee who approved a $2,931.82 grant to Volunteer Optometric Service to offset the costs of purchasing and shipping eyeglasses, eyedrops and other materials for the January 2013 mission to Nicaragua.

Camp Hope

The Community Service Fund was established to direct charitable donations to address local community needs.  The Community Service Committee approved a $3,039.00 grant to: 
· Community Clothes Closet Being Cool for School program to funds for brand new clothing items and school supplies to children in need at the outset of the 2013 school year.  This project addresses children from families dealing with poverty preparing for the school year with very limited resources.
Four thousand four hundred fifty-eight dollars and 88 cents ($4,458.88) was transferred to Rotary International from the Charles Heeter Fund for Paul Harris Fellowships for the individuals who received the Charles and Adele Heeter Outstanding Community Leadership Award this past year.

The Scholarship Fund was created to award scholarships of $5,000 paid over a three-year period to seniors from the five Appleton high schools.  The fund also contributes to the U.W. Fox Valley and Fox Valley Technical College Foundations for non-traditional student scholarships.  This year, six students received a total of $9,165.00 in scholarships and the two school foundations received $2,171.42 each.  
The Foundation also maintains pass-through checking accounts.  These accounts insure that your donation is tax deductible and that the beneficiaries have ready access to that cash.  Seventeen thousand one hundred twenty nine dollars and 74 cents ($17,129.74) were distributed to cover SAMP storage fees and payment for three shipments to Pakistan.  No funds were distributed from the Fox Cities Rotary Multicultural Center.  The Appleton Rotary Foundation checking account disbursed $7,650.00 to support the water projects in Burundi, Africa and Gangavathi, India.
In closing, I would again like to thank you for your generous donations to our Foundation, and thanks to the committees I just mentioned who do a fantastic job of managing their respective grant request processes.
